• Strengthen trains which suffer 
overcrowding. 

• Speed up services where practical for 
instance remove “timetable padding”. 

• Upgrade services on Portsmouth to 
Cardiff route to frequent inter-city 
standard. 

• Oppose booking office closures. 

• Faster trains on the Alton-Waterloo line. 

• Newer trains and half-hourly frequency on 
the Island Line. 

• Double track from Salisbury to Exeter and 
Moreton to Dorchester. 

• Support current rail partnerships including 
increase of frequencies on the Heart of 
Wessex line.
