How to get there

From Northgate station: Turn left out of the station and walk down Appletongate to Sleaford Road. Cross Sleaford
Road and continue on Appletongate and pass the Palace Theatre on your left. At Bridge Street turn right along Bridge
Street and arrive at the Market Place and the Town Hall is across the Market Place. You can also catch Marshalls service
90 bus at 10.10 to Castlegate & join route from Castle Station.

From Castle Station: Leave the station and cross the River Trent towards the Castle. At the main road cross Castlegate
and turn right onto Castlegate then left onto Boar lane then right onto Middlegate. You will see the entrance to The
Buttermarket on your left. Enter the Buttermarket and the Town Hall entrance is at the far end with lifts and stairs to
the Ballroom on the first floor.

If arriving by bus from Nottingham, Marshalls 90, Retford and Tuxford, Marshalls 37 ask for Castlegate stop and follow
instructions above.

If travelling by car the long term car park is on the bypass side of Castle Station, park & follow Castle Station directions.

Mobility access is from Middlegate or the side entrance on Chain Lane with lifts to the first floor. The main entrance to
